Common Things in an Acquisition Project that Need RCO Approval
· Acquisition of property prior to signing a project agreement.
· Increase in the grant award amount.

· Change the project scope.

· Extend the project agreement period.

· Payment of
· More than 5 percent in administrative costs.

· More than the appraised market value for the property.

· Delinquent taxes due at the time of closing.

· Environmental assessment costs above 10 percent of the review appraised value of a property.

· More than one appraisal and appraisal review per property after the original appraisal has expired.

· Acquisition of property with informal or no legal access. 
· Disregarding new encumbrances on the property when determining appraised value.

· Waive appraisal requirements for property that does not exceed $10,000.

· All legal documents.

· Waive sign recognition and public access requirements.

· Interim and compatible uses on the property.
· Amending conservation easement terms.
· Revising or removing a deed of right.
· Delayed restoration or development of the property.
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
